WHOLESALE PRICE INDEX NUMBERS WITH BASE YEAR 2012=100 FOR THE QUARTER JULY–SEPTEMBER 2025
The Directorate of Economics & Statistics, Nagaland is releasing the Wholesale Price Index (WPI) with Base year 2012=100 for the quarter July–September 2025. Monthly Wholesale Price Index numbers are given in Annexure I.
Key highlights:
1. The Wholesale Price Index (General) for the quarter July–September 2025 stood at 166.69, indicating an increase of 66.69 percent over the base year 2012. The general WPI recorded an increase of 0.02 percent during the 3rd quarter of 2025 as compared to the 2nd quarter of 2025.
During the period July–August 2025, the general WPI increased by 0.32 percent, while during August–September 2025, the index declined by -0.24 percent. The overall movement of the general WPI during the quarter reflects relative price stability, with minor fluctuations mainly influenced by changes in Primary Articles and Fuel & Power.

2. Primary Articles: The Wholesale Price Index of Primary Articles stood at 168.48 during the quarter July–September 2025, registering an increase of 68.48 percent over the base year 2012. The index declined marginally by -0.003 percent over the 2nd quarter of 2025.
On a monthly basis, the index increased by 0.37 percent during July–August 2025, whereas it declined by -0.28 percent during August–September 2025.

3. Fuel and Power: The Wholesale Price Index of Fuel and Power stood at 157.72 during the quarter, indicating an increase of 57.72 percent over the base year 2012. The index recorded a marginal increase of 0.22 percent from the 2nd quarter to the 3rd quarter of 2025.
The index increased by 0.06 percent during July–August 2025, while it declined slightly by -0.02 percent during August–September 2025.

4. Manufactured Products: The Wholesale Price Index of Manufactured Products stood at 157.12 during the quarter July–September 2025, reflecting an increase of 57.12 percent over the base year 2012. The index increased by 0.10 percent from the 2nd quarter to the 3rd quarter of 2025.
On a monthly basis, the index increased marginally by 0.02 percent during July–August 2025, whereas it declined slightly by -0.02 percent during August–September 2025.
